
    
Distribution of goods is often an important part of the supply chain and 
demands accurate control and validation of the conditions during 
transit.  Tracking assets whilst on the move is fast becoming a 
necessary requirement to optimise efficiency.  

Combine vehicle and warehousing temperature monitoring with a single 
system.   

System 1 Monitoring with auto download  
Up to 5 temperatures and positions of 2 doors are monitored 24/7  
Temperatures are automatically downloaded from the vehicle to the  
office PC upon arrival at the depot   

System 2 Monitoring and control with auto download   
As System 1 including temperature control. Two compartments can be controlled  
independently; one with an automated de-frost cycle, typically chilled and frozen.   

System 3 Print Validation, optional auto download and control  
Up to 5 temperatures monitored and displayed continuously.   
Receipts printed for temperature validation upon delivery of goods  

   Options  
Auto download temperatures upon arrival at Depot  
Control two temperatures, one with de -frost   

System 4 GPS Vehicle tracking  
Pin point vehicle location, direction, speed etc in real time. View  
logistics details, start/stop times, departure and arrival times at pre-set locations.   

System 5 GPS Vehicle tracking with temperature monitoring  
As System 4 with temperature monitoring, up to 5 temperatures and positions of  
two doors are monitored. A major advantage is that a maximum temperature can   
be set for each vehicle in the fleet and warnings and alarms are raised in the form   
of SMS or emails if temperatures approach or exceed set points.   

Reporting Information is presented in simple graphical views or summary   
reports, saving time, normally spent manually recording information. Records are  
automatically taken as frequently as every minute, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week  
without any labour involvement.
